This year we’re partnering with Cycle Confident 
to host our two signature services — Dr Bike and 
Mark Your Bike sessions on The Broadway every 
month between April and September. 
 
At these sessions, our experienced mechanics will 
carry out safety checks on your bike, including 
wheels, brakes, gears, tyre pressure, lights, racks, 
pedals, saddles and more. 
 
They can make minor adjustments on the spot. 
If anything requires further work, they’ll explain 
exactly what needs to be done and give you a 
rough idea of what it might cost at a bike shop. 
 
Our mechanics are friendly, approachable, and 
highly knowledgeable about cycling, so feel free 
to ask them for advice on cycling, maintenance, or 
local routes. 
 
The location remains the same — on The 
Broadway, outside the Stratford Centre —

During the busy summer months in particular, 
these events help drive footfall to the area, 
supporting local small businesses and boosting 
the local economy and make Stratford an even 
more lively and attractive 
destination throughout the season.

Last month Safer Business Network which runs 
our BCRP delivered a Violence Against Women 
& G Event. This event was organised by the 
Met Police and held on the 5th of March in 
celebration of International Women’s Day. 
 
The day brought together a wide range of 
organisations committed to tackling violence 
against women and girls, creating a space 
for collaboration, awareness, and community 
engagement. 

It was a fantastic opportunity to connect with 
members of the public, share important safety 
resources, and highlight the work being done 
to support safer communities. 
 
We also held two further intelligence briefings 
in the last four weeks, with great attendance 
from the local business community and 
positive updates from SBN to share regarding 
local offender results.

These sessions provided a valuable platform 
for businesses to stay informed, raise

concerns and strengthen collaboration with 
partners, helping to build a more coordinated 
and proactive approach to tackling crime in the 
area.

On Thursday 23rd April, we will be hosting our 
Safer Stratford Nights meeting for licensed 
premises. The meeting will be taking place at 
3pm at the Queen’s Head on West Ham Lane. 
Join us to learn to discuss challenges and 
opportunities and to ask questions to our local 
partners. 
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
